Working for Sustainable Nutrition

Who we are:

ASAPROSAR's is dedicated to empowering the poor. We listen to
each community's needs, identify leaders, and train these leaders
in the areas of health, nutrition, family planning, child develop-
ment, the environment and sustainable agriculture. The leaders
then educate their communities. We strive for an integrated health
approach that ranges from eye care to nutrition to animal hus-
bandry.

ASAPROSAR (Salvadoran Association for Rural Health) is based in
Santa Ana in western El Salvador. ASAPROSAR began in the 1970s
with Salvadoran doctor Vicky Guzman's innovative training of rural
health promoters. Dr. Vicky Guzman is a visionary with the core
belief that health is a basic human right.
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Minor Species Program:

Because malnutrition is rampant in many rural areas,
ASAPROSAR provides education in the care of animals,
reproduction, and sustainable agriculture. Minor species
of animals such as goats, chickens, ducks, rabbits and
bees are integral to the maintenance of the nutritional
health of the children and the elderly. This impact is
monitored carefully. The Minor Species Program currently
helps 212 families and over 1600 people. The families
make a commitment to give some of the offspring to

other families in their community, following the Heifer
tradition of opassing on the gift. o
eggs from the hens, meat from the rabbits and honey
from the bees provide desperately needed nutrition to
these families.

The Community:

The rural farming community of Canton del Coco is located
about 20 miles outside of Santa Ana in Western El Salvador.
The road leading in is rough and only passable with a four
wheel drive vehicle. El Coco is made up of subsistence farm-
ers who work hard to provide food for their families.

Within the community there atl
mittees that are working hard to improve their quality of life.
They meet twice a month to discuss the progress of their pro-
jects and work with the technical staff of ASAPROSAR to im-
prove their capacity within sustainable farming and animal
husbandry. The women are a lively bunch and many credit
ASAPROSAR®Gs progr am f-esteem, copfir
dence and truly empowering them to pull themselves out of
poverty.

Goats:

Dairy goats represents a lasting, meaningful way for you to help a
family in El Salvador.

Goats can thrive in extreme climates and on poor, dry land by eat-
ing grass and leaves. Goats are about to supply a family with several
guarts of milk a day. The extra milk can be sold or made into

cheese that provides a valuable source of income for the families.
Goats milk is full of protein, vitamins and minerals that can drasti-
cally improve the diet of young boys and girls. The farming families
also are able to use the goat manure for fertilizer. This wonderful

gift allows the families of Canton del Coco to sustainably improve
their own lives and earn money for food, health care and education.

Chickens:

Chickens add protein to the familyos
eggs and meat. Because chickens require little space and can

thrive on readily available food scraps, families are able to

generate income from the birds without spending much.

Chickens also help control insects and fertilize gardens.

One bolsa of chickens includes 5 hens and a rooster that will The gift of one bolsa of chickens : US$35.00
provide a sustainable source of nutrition to the families of El
Coco.

Capacity Building:

The Minor Species team does incredible work and helps 212 families,
almost 1600 people with farming techniques, education of animal care,
nutrition and forest conservation. They pay 3 staff, have 1 pickup with
gasoline and all the other material costs to assist these 212 families for
$10,000 a year. They do an amazing job with what they have but there
are other families that want to enter the program and they are

stretched thin. With your gift they can extend their services to include
other families and communities that would like to enter the program
